BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
October 30, 2025


A Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Haywood County Utility District was held on October 30, 2025. Present for the meeting were board members Teri Robinson, and Jeffery Richmond. Also present were Russ Stoots, Ben Thornton, and Attorney Michael Banks. Absent was Terrance Cannon. A quorum was declared, and the meeting was opened.
 There was a period for public comment, but no one spoke.
The approval of the minutes from the September 25, 2025, was delayed until the next meeting.
The next order of business was a review of the most recent financial statements which were presented by Russ Stoots. Stoots led a discussion on the statements, and there was no action to be taken.
The next order of business was an update on the AMI Electronic Meter Project.  A motion to approve additional charges for adding an identifier to the meters, at a cost of $7,891.00 and also the additional cost of plastic lid covers which added $8,800.00 to the project, was made by Jeffery Richmond and seconded by Teri Robinson, and it passed. Also regarding the AMI project, the Board voted to not renew the $350,000.00 CD in December and put the funds in the capital improvement fund to pay for the AMI improvement project. Motion was made by Teri Robinson and seconded by Jeffery Richmpoond and it passed.
There was no action taken on the audit engagement letter.
Russ Stoots and Ben Thornton provided an update on the Mayhill Loop Exit 47 water pipe project.
There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made by Teri Robinson and seconded by Jeffery Richmond to adjourn the meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
