A Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Haywood County Utility District was held on 21, 2026. Present for the meeting were board members Teri Robinson, Terrance Cannon, and Jeffery Richmond. Also present were Russ Stoots and Attorney Michael Banks. A quorum was declared, and the meeting was opened.
There was a period for public comment, but no one spoke.
There was a motion to approve the minutes from the April 23, 2026, meeting made by Terrance Cannon, seconded by Teri Robinson. Motion passed unanimously.
The next order of business was a review of the most recent financial statements and signed checks which were presented by Russ Stoots. Stoots led a discussion on the statements, and there was no action to be taken.
The next order of business was to approve a water adjustment for 3515 Dancyville Road in the amount of $819.19. The leak has been fixed and proof of repair was provided. Teri Robinson made a motion to approve the refund of $819.19 and Terrance Cannon seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
The next order of business was to discuss modifications to the Highway 179 water agreement. After much discussion, the Board failed to take action on the modification of the agreement and decided to leave the agreement as-is.
The next item of business was to update the Board on the insurance renewal which has been paid and is up-to-date.
The AMI water meter project has been completed.
There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made by Terrance Cannon and seconded by Teri Robinson to adjourn the meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
